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About Community Coaching Center

Community Coaching Center (CCC), a 501(c) 3
nonprofit organization, was established in San
Diego in 2003. CCC is a community participation,
behavioral, and social skills development program
for children on the Autism Spectrum that takes
place after-school, on Saturdays, and during
school breaks.

Our Mission: To nurture the development of
socially appropriate skills and behaviors in school
aged individuals with Autism Spectrum
Disorders while promoting community accept-
ance and inclusion.

Our Vision: The successful integration of all
children, of all abilities, within the community. 
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CCC Silent & Live
Auction Guidelines

Bid Numbers: To bid on the silent or live auction you must
obtain a bid number from the Silent Auction Registration table. 

Pre-Swipe: To expedite the bidding process, pre-swipe your credit
card. Your card will be matched to a bid number assigned to you.
You then sign a 0 balance receipt. Your card will only be charged if
you have a winning bid. Then at the end of the night you can just
pick up your items and not mess with checkout! Have an ID on
hand for verification when picking up your item. Charges will be
processed on Monday. 

Check or Cash: If you choose not to pay by credit card you can
still obtain a bid number by filling out your name, phone number
and email so we can contact you if you leave the event. Return to
the auction table to make the payment if you win any bids. 

Silent Auction
When you see an item you want, list your bid number on the bid
sheet in front of the item next to the amount you are willing to pay.
Keep an eye on your favorite items as other people will be bidding
too! Items can be retrieved during the checkout time of each auc-
tion. 

Tax Deduction: Your purchases are tax deductible above the listed
value of the item. Receipts are available at silent auction table upon
request.
